The number and the needs of the less fortunate in the Verde Valley are
growing. Men and women who have been able to take care of themselves
and their families in the past have lost their jobs, their savings, their homes
and their health-care coverage.

You can help!

If you donate to a qualifying charitable organization in Arizona by Dec. 31,
you can claim a tax credit for 2011 that reduces dollar for dollar what you

pay in state income tax. Verde Valley Habitat for Humanity is a qualifying
non-profit organization.

Couples who file jointly can reduce their state taxes by up to $400; individu-
als or head of household filers can claim a tax credit of up to $200. The
money you would otherwise pay in taxes can benefit your community
through the organizations that you choose!

It's easy!

To take advantage of this tax credit:

1) You must give to an organization that serves the working poor. Verde
Valley Habitat for Humanity qualifies!

2) You must itemize your deductions in the taxable year.

3) Prepare your taxes, itemizing your charitable contributions. Complete AZ
Form 321 and include it with your state tax forms.

Since March of 2010, your Verde Valley Habitat for Humanity has been in some disarray.
[ am not going to go into the particulars, but the result is that we have not been active in
building or refurbishing houses. That is all changing as we approach the Christmas
Season for 2011 and the New Year of 2018. We have new faces around our new location,
committees are forming, and we are serious in moving on to House Number 12 (#12), in
2012. But to do this we need help. We cannot do this without assistance from those able
and willing to give some time and talent to get involved with our communities.

Before we can start construction, we need an active Family Selection and Support
Committee. This committee is key to moving to #18. Committee members reach out to
the community and search for deserving families who need adequate housing, oversee the
anonymous and unbiased selection process, provide education, support and guidance for
the selected family until they move into their new home.

We need an active Construction Committee before we start construction, scheduling
volunteers and build days, getting materials, and providing the needed safety briefings
equipment. It takes a lot of coordination and work behind the scenes before the
foundation block is laid or the first nail driven.

Last, we need help on the less glamorous things we do. While it is nice to have paid staff,
every dollar we spend for salaries takes away from our mission to BUILD IT!l We need
office help, income tax preparation and bookkeeping help, warehouse help in the ReStore
from making the pickup trips, to marking the prices in the items, arranging the displays,
keeping up with the paperwork, to keeping the area clean and safe.
